There is a story in the Bible about a group of men who hated King David and were trying to kill him. David was
afraid. He knew he was in frouble and that he needed help. He needed someone to protect him from his
enemies. What did David do? He prayed and asked God to help him. You can read his whole prayer in Psalm 86.
Why did David go to God for help? David went to God because 1) he knew God loved him very much, 2) he knew
that God would answer his prayer, and 3) he knew God was wise enough and strong enough to help him.
